2 Years of Ministry Together

Increasing Awareness & Being Visible

| won’t recap the entire 2 years. What | will mention
is two of the things we have focused on. 1) to in-
crease awareness about who and where we are
(yes, we're in that large white building as you enter
town) and our ministries; and 2) to increase visibility
in the community.

As counter-intuitive as it may seem given our cul-
ture’s preoccupation with numbers as a sign of
“success,” our goal is to do these things not to add
people to our pews and keep “Trinity Episcopal
Church” in Flushing from dying, but as part of God’s
reconciling mission in the world. Our mission is to
help God heal and transform the world and its peo-
ple. So we increase visibility and awareness of a
faith community in Flushing (and the difference
God and a faith community make in our lives)
because people need to be open to God, and
know how one may connect to God and find
support for their journey with God if they are to
let God’s love and grace transform them. If we
are to decrease apathy and cynicism and offer
hope when things start to look hopeless, we

need to also let people know about local and
global outreach efforts.

These are the reasons we should strive to in-
crease awareness and visibility in Flushing and
our surrounding communities. A few ways we
have tried to do this are: participation in the
Harvest Festival and Candlewalk, offering a Pet
Blessing service, Offering a worship service in
thanksgiving for recovery from drug and alcohol
abuse, attendance at Chamber of Commerce
meetings, Lent & Easter postcards, guest speak-
ers, the offering of Earth Day prayers and bless-
ing of a new business, as well as pinwheels and
balloons outside.

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VESTRY MEETING  April 13, 2010

The meeting was called to order at 6:40 p.m. by Rev Lori Johnson. Prayers were offered for cares and concerns. Absent: Jane Rousseau. Guests:
Dave Krueger and Linda Niedecken.

Seven Good Things: New cross for Holy Week, Easter and Holy Week services went well, Redo of the church entry, Easter bags, Altar Guild duties for
all of the services, new visitors and spring plants.

New Business: Easter activities went well . Diocesan Leadership gathering on April 20" have six people | attending.  Coffee mugs filled with infor-
mational material such as: welcome pamphlet, prayer card and treats for visitors will be available. Mike Busch and Sharon Krueger worked on this
project. Cost to the churchis $10.00 per mug. The Sunday greeters and ushers will see to it that visitors receive a mug.

Start Up/ Start Over report was reviewed and we have implemented many of the suggestions that were made at that conference. Discussion took
place on sponsoring youth to Camp Chickagami again this year. The cost is $240.00 per youth. A decision will be made at the next Vestry meeting.
Rev Lori will be serving at the family camp at Camp Chick from June 27% - July 3.

Continuing Business: Rev Lori, Ann James, Norb Birchmeier and Mary Dietrich have formed a committee to get started on a new vision statement
for Trinity. Various vision statements from other churches were reviewed.

The Vestry was asked to review and analyze what is important of the systems of our congregation.

Main entry redo total cost to date is $935.88. These funds have been donated by the Celebration/Memorial account. A detailed report was pre-
sented to the Vestry. Costs include paint, ceiling lights, bulletin board, etc. Repair of the ceiling and painting will take place at the top of the stairs in
the entry. This cost will be taken out of Building and Grounds account. Cost to be determined.

The Convocation meeting revealed an attempt to restructure Commissions for Ministry. The Diocese will be reorganized for more flexibility in distrib-
uting funds.

It was noted that the two humidifiers in the basement area need to be replaced. Approximate cost will be $500.00 to be taken out of Building and
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It was noted that a Vestry member was uncomfortable with the line of communication between the Treasurer and the Bookkeeper. This concern will
be pended until May in hopes that a resolution can be found.

Vestry minutes of March 9, 2020 were accepted as written.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:50 p.m.
